Objective

TELUS and Rogers have identified that there is currently not dependable wireless service in French
Creek. As a result, TELUS and Rogers are jointly proposing to install a new cell tower on privately-
owned property where TELUS and Rogers both hold existing land rights.

The proposed facility will provide dependable voice and data service to the surrounding community
and improve personal safety as the majority of emergency calls are made using wireless devices.
The subject proposal is partially driven by ongoing customer requests for service improvements.

Description of Proposed Site

TELUS and Rogers are jointly proposing the construction of a 63.0-meter tall self-support tower on
a private property at 1477 Hodges Road, Parksville, BC V9P 2B5. The approximate coordinates of
the tower are as follows: 49.333209, -124.367044.

If constructed, all of the equipment necessary to operate this facility will reside within an
approximately 20.0 meter by 20.0 meter fenced compound located at the base of the tower.

The subject property was selected for the following reasons:

= Land Use: The subject property is a large 37.1 acre AG1-Agricultural 1-zoned property
surrounded primarily by other acreages. The tower is separated by railroad tracks, a tree
buffer, and a portion of a golf course from the majority of adjacent residences.

=  Setbacks from Residences: The closest existing house is greater than 100 meters away
from the proposed tower use.

*  Minimal View Impacts: The proposed facility is partially screened by a mature tree buffer
and is the only property within the search area with a willing landlord that offers such
screening.

= Supporting Infrastructure: The subject property is located within reasonable proximity to
existing access roads and power, thereby minimizing TELUS’ and Rogers’ footprint.

Consultation Process & Summary

Regional District of Nanaimo (RDN) Public Consultation Process

As the RDN has an established and documented public consultation process applicable to tower siting, B7-
23 Electoral Area Telecommunication Antenna System Consultation and Information Policy, TELUS and
Rogers were required to follow the RDN process. In addition to other submission requirements, the RDN
public consultation process entailed the following steps:

1.

Newspaper Notice - TELUS and Rogers were required to post a public notice in (2) consecutive
issues of the Parksville Qualicum Beach News on December 215t and December 28t", 2022. The
public was given greater than 30 days from the date of the second notice or until February 10", 2023
to submit comments and questions to TELUS and Rogers. Please refer to Appendix A for copies of
the newspaper notices.

Public Notification - TELUS and Rogers were required to mail a consultation package to all property
owners/occupants within a 630 meter notification radius (a 10 meter notification radius is required for
every 1 meter of tower height). In this instance, the RDN provided the address list and measured the
notification radius from the edge of the 37.1 acre subject property lot lines rather than from the outer
perimeter of the proposed tower structure, thereby resulting in a greatly expanded notification area to
over 500 addresses. Local First Nations, emergency service responders and community associations
were also notified as per RDN requirements. Please refer to Appendix B for a copy of the public
consultation package.

Public Information Meeting - TELUS and Rogers were required to host a public information meeting.
The public meeting was hosted digitally via the WebEx application on Thursday, January 121", 2023
from 5:00-6:00 pm. Please refer to Appendix C for the public meeting question and answer (chat) log
as well as a copy of the slide deck provided by TELUS and Rogers during the meeting.

Signage - TELUS and Rogers posted a sign on the subject property in alignment with RDN criteria.
Land Use Concurrence Request - Now that the public consultation process has come to a close,
TELUS and Rogers are required to request a motion or letter of land use concurrence from the RDN
Board.

Consultation Summary

During the public consultation process, TELUS and Rogers received public comments as follows:

Two hundred and fifty (250) sets of comments were directly received by TELUS and Rogers via
the submission of emails, letters and phone calls.

o Support: one hundred and fifty-one (151) or over sixty percent (60.4%) of commenters
stated support;

o Opposition: seventy-six (76) or over thirty percent (30.4%) of commenters stated
concerns or opposition;

o Neutral Commenters: twenty-three (23) or over nine percent (9.2%) of commenters
asked for information but did not state either support or opposition (neutral comments).

Geographic Distribution:

o Supporters: Of the one hundred and fifty-one (151) commenters in support, one hundred
and fifty (150) or over ninety-nine percent (99%) stated that their geographic location is
within the RDN.

o Opposers: Of the seventy-six (76) commenters in opposition, thirteen (13) or over
seventeen percent (17%) either live outside of the RDN or did not provide an
address. Several comments were received from people as far away as Ontario, for
example.

o Neutral Commenters: Of the twenty-three (23) commenters who neither stated support
nor opposition, ten (10) or over forty-three percent (43%) either live outside of the RDN
or did not provide an address.

o Insum, the data indicates that the supportive commenters are more likely to live
within the RDN relative to the non-supportive and neutral commenters.



During the consultation process, the primary reasons for support included a general desire for improved
connectivity for both convenience and public safety given that the vast majority of calls to emergency
responders are placed via wireless devices. Those in support generally indicated support for the proposed
tower siting and design. For those in opposition, many concerns were stated including but not limited to
perceived health and safety concerns in relation to wireless infrastructure, property value concerns, whether
there is a better tower siting option available as well as concerns in relation to the consultation and
notification process. Please refer to Appendix D for copies of all public comments received.

Petitions

In addition to receiving public comments directly from community members, TELUS and Rogers were also
made aware of three (3) petitions. Two (2) petitions are in support of the proposal and one (1) petition is
against the proposal. Please refer to Appendix E for copies of the three (3) petitions.

e Supportive Petition 1 (Received March, 2022): This supportive petition was submitted by Ms.
Kathy Bush from Saint Andrews Estates and it garnered input from fifty-two (52) individual
residences. The petition contains fifty-three (53) signatures in support of improved cell service
to the area. The cover letter accompanying the petition indicates that out of fifty-two (52)
residences, forty-eight (48) are unhappy with the lack of service and signed the petition
representing 92.3% of the households in this subdivision. The cover letter notes that the area
has unreliable service which is a concern for emergency response needs, working from home and
remaining connected. It is important to note that this petition was received prior to the specific
proposal at 1477 Hodges Road moving forward and thus it is a general petition in support of
improved cell service in the area.

e Supportive Petition 2 (Received February 10, 2023): This supportive online petition
(www.change.org) was submitted by Mr. Kevin Martin and it garnered input from eighty-eighty (88)
supporters with a stated address in the vicinity of the RDN (for example, Parksville, Qualicum
Beach, French Creek, Errington and Nanaimo addresses are included in the survey data provided).
Data from respondents with stated addresses outside the RDN is not included in the
aforementioned analysis and shall be available upon request. The cover page of the survey
provided important context including an aerial photograph showing the specific proposed tower
location and included the correct legal address of the proposal. The cover page also noted that
existing service in the community is not reliable and that this is a concern for public safety including
emergency response services and general connectivity. The petition cover page further noted that
the response deadline was February 10, 2023.

e Opposed Petition (Received February 10, 2023): This non-supportive petition was submitted by
Mr. Fred and Mrs. Carol Dowe via email on February 10, 2023 on behalf of the stated petitioner,
Ms. Shari MacDonald. The online petition (www.change.org) was signed by 567 people. The
petition cover letter asks people to stop the cell tower at 1477 Hodges Road due to numerous
stated concerns including concerns about radiation; a perception that existing emergency response
services (911 services) are adequate in the community; a concern that the tower may impact
wildlife and the environment including ALR land; as well as broader concerns about fires,
vandalism and property damage. The petition contains a large image on the cover page indicating
that the primary concern of the petitioner pertains to the “hazardous effects of mobile tower
radiation”. The respondents to the petition may have received little to no information regarding the
specific location of the proposed facility as the cover page does not include a map or site specific
informatoin. As of the time of the writing of this report, the petitioners have not yet provided
the geographic location of the petition respondents.



Land Use Concurrence Request

Although TELUS and Rogers are exclusively regulated by the Federal Government, ISED requires TELUS
and Rogers to consult with the relevant land use authority as a commenting body in the siting of antenna
support structures. As a form of comment, TELUS and Rogers are requesting land use concurrence from
the RDN in the form of a resolution or a letter that addresses the following items:

The RDN is satisfied with TELUS’ and Rogers’ consultation process;
That the proposed tower is a permitted use;

The proposed design and location is acceptable;

That the RDN has been consulted and concurs with the tower location.

Wireless technology offers many benefits to Canadians. Millions of individuals rely on wireless communications to enhance
their personal security and safety, enjoy more frequent contact with family, friends and business associates, and to make
more productive use of their personal and professional time. Additionally, cellular coverage improves public safety, with
more than 80 percent of all calls to 9-11 now placed through wireless devices.

TELUS AND ROGERS PROPOSAL

TELUS and Rogers have both identified that there is not currently dependable wireless service for their customers within
the community of French Creek and surrounding areas. In order to improve wireless service for residents and businesses
in French Creek, TELUS and Rogers are proposing to jointly build a 63.0-meter tall steel self-support tower at 1477 Hodges
Road, Parksville, BC. All of the equipment necessary to operate this facility will be housed within a fenced area located at
the base of the tower. The subject property is zoned AG1-Agricultural 1 Zone. The proposed tower location was selected
as it is setback from adjacent residences and partially screened by mature trees thereby minimizing potential visual
impacts on the surrounding community.

PUBLIC CONSULTATION

Authority

Although Innovation, Science and Economic Development Canada (ISED) has exclusive jurisdiction over the placement
of wireless telecommunications facilities, it requires the carriers to consult with the relevant local government and general
public regarding new installations. The public consultation process is intended to provide an opportunity to have property
owner questions addressed while respecting federal jurisdiction over the installation and operations of telecommunications
systems.

RDN Public Consultation Process

As the Regional District of Nanaimo (RDN) has an established and documented public consultation process applicable to
tower siting, TELUS and Rogers are required to follow the RDN policy. The RDN policy will require TELUS and Rogers to
adhere to the following general steps: 1) post a notice in two editions of a local paper newspaper welcoming public
comments, b) mail a consultation package to all property owners/occupants within a 630-meter notification radius (a 10
meter notification radius is required for every 1 meter of tower height), c) host a public information meeting, and d) submit
a request for land use concurrence to the RDN Board upon conclusion of the consultation. Your property falls within the
630-meter notification radius, and accordingly, TELUS and Rogers are consulting you regarding the proposed facility. This
process will provide you with an opportunity to engage in reasonable, relevant, and timely communication regarding this
proposal. This notification will also be submitted to the RDN and ISED as part of our application for land use concurrence.
The role of the RDN is only to provide a statement of siting concurrence or non-concurrence at the request of the
proponent.

As noted above, the public will be invited to comment on the proposed site in response to a public notice that will be
placed in the Parksville Qualicum Beach News. The public notice will run for two consecutive issues of the newspaper
on December 215t and December 281", 2022. The public will have until February 10t", 2023 to submit comments and
questions to myself on behalf of TELUS and Rogers. TELUS and Rogers will also host a digital public meeting via
the Webex application on Thursday, January 12t", 2023 from 5:00-6:00 pm to discuss the new proposed tower
structure. Please note that during the public meeting there will be two (2) presentations, including a presentation at 5:00
pm and another presentation at 5:30 pm. Each presentation will be followed by a question and answer period. For
details regarding how to join the Webex meeting, please contact the TELUS and Rogers contact listed below by
no later than Wednesday, January 11, 2023.

| will acknowledge receipt of comments and questions received within 14 days and address all relevant and reasonable
concerns within 60 days. The commenting member of the public will then have 21 days to reply to the response. A
summary of all comments received and our responses will then be submitted to ISED and the RDN.



Site Details

1. Purpose - The purpose of the proposed tower is to expand TELUS and Rogers’ wireless coverage in French Creek. Bell
customers will also receive improved coverage via this facility.

2. Location and Land Use - The proposed facility is to be located at 1477 Hodges Road, Parksville, BC. The subject
property is zoned AG1-Agricultural 1 Zone. The proposed tower location was selected as it is setback from adjacent
residences and partially screened by mature trees thereby minimizing potential visual impacts within the surrounding
community. The approximate coordinates of the proposed tower are 49.333209, -124.367044.

3. Safety Code 6 - ISED requires all wireless carriers to operate in accordance with Health Canada’s safety standards.
TELUS and Rogers attest that the tower described in this notification package will be installed and operated on an
ongoing basis so as to comply with Health Canada’s Safety Code 6 including combined effects with the local radio
environment, as may be amended from time to time.

4. Site Access - The site will be accessed via Hodges Road and a driveway on the subject property. Construction will
take approximately 60 days. Once complete, the site will only be accessed for infrequent maintenance. TELUS’ and
Rogers’ compound will be fully fenced and secured to ensure that public access is limited.

5. Environment — TELUS and Rogers confirm that the installation is excluded from environmental assessment under the
Impact Assessment Act.

6. Design - This proposal is for a 61.0-meter tall self-support tower as well as a 2.0-meter tall lightning rod (63.0 meters
of total height including the lightning rod). The tower will house numerous panel antennas and multiple dishes in
support of a variety of communication technologies. A preliminary design of the tower profile and compound plan is
included in this notification for your reference.

I constantly hear people asking what cell provider is best to be able to connect to the cellular network. The
answer is always the same. It doesn*t matter which provider; the issue is lack of reliable cellular network
connectivity.

Cell phones are no longer just a handy gadget for consumers; they are a lifeline in SO many scenarios.
Granted, everyone relies on them for staying in touch with loved ones, checking on medical appointments or
doing a quick Google search for any one of a thousand different reasons including Google maps. Convenience?

I have only been involved in this project for just over a year. Effectively everyone we approached expressed interest in
exploring a right of way agreement with TELUS including your family who originally granted us a site visit. While we
understand that a decision was made to not proceed by your family, it is not accurate to suggest that there has been
no interest. Any private right of way agreement discussions with your family were done in confidence and intended to
be confidential.

There is no requirement for people to migrate over to 5G devices. | am not sure where you obtained that

information from. TELUS supports 3G, 4G/LTE, paging, GPS and many legacy technologies on its wireless network.

Indeed, TELUS, Rogers and other carriers have the
same equipment operating in national parks and even on the rooftops of
residential buildings and we are not aware of noise issues or complaints. If you
were to visit the communication sites in the local area you likely would find the
same.

It is my understanding that the only possible sources of noise would be the
back-up generator that will be at the facility if constructed. Specifically, towers
have back-up power systems including generators and this is because cell

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towers represent critical infrastructure that people rely on to call emergency
responders during difficult times. For example, 80% of calls to 911 are now
placed via cell phones. If power goes out, most people expect to be able to call
for help whether to 911, a fire department, for an ambulance or others. For
clarity, every tower has a back up battery system that lasts for several hours
before the generator will kick in. Therefore, it is generally only

during extended power outages that any generator will run and this is again
only if BC Hydro's power grid is out for an extended period of time. The
generators are usually not running.

The generator operates at an estimated 60dBa at a 10m distance. Depending on
what is around to absorb sound and what the air pressure is at the location, we
think that the sound will be significantly reduced at a 100 m distance (likely not
audible at many of the closest homes). Also, we feel it is important to keep in
mind that the generator is typically never running as stated above.

For reference:

20dBa — leaves rustling (considered faint)
30dBa — whisper (considered soft)

40dBa — quiet library (considered soft)

50dBa — moderate rainfall (considered moderate)

60dBa — normal conversation or a dishwasher at 10 ft. (considered
moderate)

70dBa — vacuum (considered moderate - loud)
80dBa — alarm clock (considered loud)

90dBa — lawn mowers, blenders, hair dryers, power tools (considered
very loud)

100dBa — snowmobiles (considered very loud)

110dBa - concerts, horns, sporting events (considered uncomfortable
and potentially dangerous)

120dBa — jet plane taking off (considered uncomfortable and dangerous)

you with as much information as | have available. | hope this helps.

Here are our responses to the comment sheet that we received:
1. Are you a cellular phone or wireless device user?

We have cell phones, but have adequate coverage as is and do not want the health risks or eye sore
of having a cell tower nearby. This is a beautiful natural area with gorgeous 360 degree views of the
ocean, the golf course, the expanse of Mount Arrowsmith, the surrounding mountain range, and
forests. A cell tower would be a blatant eye sore in the midst of the incredible natural beauty of this
area. Everyone who has invested in real estate and lives here did so for the views and the health
benefits of living in such an area. To place a cell tower here would have the impact of significantly
depreciating the investment we have each made in our properties, as well as severely damaging our
collective enjoyment of the beauty of this area. The health risks, while not so immediate and visibly
noticeable on the surface, cannot be minimized or downplayed. The risks are significant and unfair to
those residing in this area who purposefully chose to live in a zone without 5G cell coverage.

2. Do you feel this is an appropriate location for the proposed facility?

No, we do not feel this is an appropriate location for the proposed facility. As stated above, the risk to
health and the destruction of a key area of natural beauty render this an inappropriate location for the
proposed cell tower.

3. Are you satisfied with the appearance / design of the proposed facility? If not, what changes would
you suggest?

No, we are not satisfied with a 200 foot cell tower structure suddenly appearing along the mountain
range views of the golf course and surrounding zone of natural beautification. 200 feet is the
equivalent of a 20 storey building. Even if there was a way to counteract its ugliness by guising it as a
tree, for example, it still doesn't diminish the health risks that it imposes upon this community.

4. Additional comments/ question for Webex: We would appreciate it if someone could explain why
the consultant that has been hired works for Telus rather than being a neutral, third party consultant
for the French Creek Community. This bias will inevitably influence the findings and place pressure
upon the consultant to skew the results in their employer's favour rather than pursue the true opinion
of the community.

Based
on the information that was shared, and the planning that has already gone into it, it seems it's a foregone
conclusion that the cell tower will be constructed.

Therefore, it feels like we’re just going through the motion, writing this letter of dissent, but in spite of this, we do
want to voice our opposition to the project.

If you're alluding the artificial tree towers, they tend to draw far more attention to themselves than a typical lattice
tower structure. The reason is because the tower will be taller than any natural tree at 63 meters. The faux tree towers
not only look extremely artificial, they are also difficult to maintain and upgrade and tend to look poor over time.
Basically, we are not able to offer the faux tree design as it is problematic so | wanted to let you know of that from the
outset.

I think the best solution is a lattice tower structure painted green. The benefit of a lattice structure is that it is
transparent and tends to blend into the backdrop of trees or mountains from a distance.

The consultation process is being conducted in accordance with RDN's tower siting protocol and also in alignment
with ISED's expectations. Pre-consultation with both the RDN and ISED has occurred to ensure that due process is
followed. Both the RDN and ISED continued to be engaged to monitor the process to ensure that it is properly
completed. You are welcome to discuss with the RDN and ISED. It is our duty to follow the correct processes and
there is no benefit to us not following proper process. Ultimately, it is better for any proposal to have a file that
demonstrates that proper process has been followed.

We have not yet received any "return to sender" envelopes despite
completing this large mail out suggesting that the envelopes were delivered. We have also received a larger than
typical response due to this large mail out distribution, suggesting that there is broad awareness in the area about this
proposal.

TELUS and Rogers attest that the proposed facility will comply with Health Canada's Safety Code 6. We previously
addressed this with you in our prior emails.

These towers are not free from major issues such as structural collapse damage and fire.

TELUS and Rogers will follow professional structural and electrical engineering best practices. To the best of our
knowledge, the types of issues you raise including structural collapse and fire are extremely rare. You may wish to
consult your local fire department and land use authority to discuss the most common sources of these types of
issues.

These towers do not operate in isolation and require the location of other towers nearby to provide comprehensive
cell and internet coverage

There are already other towers that this facility will tie into. For instance, there is a recently installed TELUS tower in
Qualicum Beach that we secured approval for.

These towers will only increase in size.
It is extremely rare for towers to be increased in size. It does not make economic sense to design a tower to not be
tall enough to suit future needs. It is much better to plan the needed tower height from the outset.

These towers are highly visible (not as implied by telecom companies) that the surrounding trees will obstruct
visibility especially of larger towers.

We have sought to site the proposed facility amongst mature trees to minimize view impacts to the extent feasible.
Of course, the antennas need to be above the tree line to enable line of sight to end users otherwise the signal
would be blocked or impeded.

Informed consent and education regarding these towers is a very important and an overlooked issue. The telecom
companies are only required to provide very basic due process and notification to the public regarding proposed
development of the towers and far more importantly they are only required to provide standard rhetoric under Health
Canada guidelines. This is a substantial conflict of interest as the telecom companies benefit greatly “bottom line”.
The RDN consultation process is very thorough and expansive. For instance, we sent out nearly 550 consultation
packages in the mail, multiple newspaper notices have been posted, a digital public meeting has been hosted and
substantial pre-consultation with RDN staff was required. This is not a basic or minimalistic process.

There are some technical constraints when siting such facilities. TELUS and Rogers have sought to identify a
location with reasonable setbacks from the vaast majority of residences. The closest residence appears to be over
100 meters away and most are much further.

Furthermore the willingness for elected officials (RDN) to allow this tower and other massive towers in residential
areas and on ALR farmland (but a secondary residence is not allowed neither are subdivisions without strict
adherence to bylaws) is completely unacceptable.

The Agricultural Land Commission has deemed that communication sites are exempt from a need for a non farm
use application. The reason is due to the federal jurisdiction. However, you might also consider that Rogers and
TELUS' joint footprint on the land is quite minimal and less than many adjacent single family homes.

Please carefully listen to those of us who have substantial concerns as we do understand progress economic
development technology and building for the future. We want a healthy and safe future for current and future
generations

Regarding your visual concerns, you may wish to review the attached consultation package as it contains some photo simulations
showing approximately how the tower may look, including from the adjacent golf course near the parking lot. This photo rendering
shows a much closer view relative to your stated address at ﬁhowever even from this closer location only the top
half of the tower is visible. We anticipate that from your house the tower will be setback into the distance.

One of the reasons behind the proposed tower siting is that it is reasonably setback from the majority of homes in the area and
partially screened by adjacent mature trees to the extent possible. Therefore, only the top portion of the tower will be visible above
the trees which is a requirement so that the signal can cover the area (the antennas must "see" above the trees). We are not aware
of a more suitable or alternative tree screened location for the tower in the area that will deliver reliable mobile service. Certainly we
welcome all suggestions. Also, for your information, this proposal initially contemplated siting the tower directly on the golf course
(not far from your house) however we opted to set the tower further back via this proposal to minimize the visibility of the structure. It
has been our hope that this location would be community appropriate.

Also, in order to try to better understand your visual concerns, we reviewed your address of

Fibre Optics

Fibre optics do not deliver mobile service as one has to be connected to a cable. This proposal is for mobile service.
Most communities rely on robust wireless and wireline services. One does not replace or preclude a need for the other
and these are typically complementary service offerings.

We don't typically share any such studies publicly but I'll ask TELUS and Rogers (owners of the
report) if they would like to do so. We have shared the pertinent details with the RDN so you
can be assured of that and TELUS' objective is to work through any applicable regulations.
Ultimately, TELUS would rely on the findings of the QEP and has sought to identify a

location that is not within any riparian area nonetheless. There is plenty of room to avoid any
watercourse but there does not appear to be one near the proposed facility or within a 30 m
setback as would be required per the applicable regulations.

An important detail you may find to be of interest is that the proposed tower foundation and
footprint on the land is quite nominal - less than most adjacent structures or homes.

You are certainly welcome to share any specific ideas that you have about alternative tower
siting ideas. It's best to put your thoughts in writing. That said, we do think there is merit in the
current proposed location for the vast majority of households in the area.

There are several new studies which have established the undeniable validity of harm
occurring from Electro Magnetic Radiation emission from cell towers located within
striking distance of human settlements.

EMR will cause serious consequences to the White
Raven population, including Eagles, Owls, and raptors within the French Creek
catchment area. Songbird populations will be reduced along with our local Anna’s
hummingbirds. EMR kills off the food sources for resident avian populations causing a
spiral regarding the overall health of the environment.

There is currently a bird watching society who often meet in the mominé hours on
Hodges Road to observe the local Eagle population and enjoy the healthy flora and
fauna available in this area.
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Electromagnetic radiation has been classified by the WHO/International Agency for
Research on Cancer, as possibly carcinogenic to humans (Group 2B). Further, scientists
have recently advised that considering the current level of published research on brain
tumors and radio frequency radiation, RFR should now be listed as a Class 1 Known
Carcinogen. In addition, Safety Code 6 must be updated to reflect prevailing research, as
it was created in the 1970's, focusing only on federal employees and visitors to federal
buildings. The code was expanded to include Wi-Fi, smart phones, smart meters, and

cell towers; however, there have been no major revisions over the last 30 years
regarding EMR damage.

In addition, there is no safety allowance for children or pregnant women. [see links

Considering our track record in North America and the approval of substances such as
tobacco, asbestos, BPA, thalidomide, DDT, and urea formaldehyde insulation, citizen
confidence in the safety code is minimal at best.

Hopefully the RDN board will understand the pandemonium that occurs as a result of
adding EMR to our once healthy environments and the surrounding population.

The RDN board state they are extremely concerned about the state of the environment.
This is the action that we, as local citizens solicit from our elected officials to avoid
further destruction of the sensitive ecosystem that all living things rely on.

How much more of our current wellbeing will be traded in return for convenience when
corporations can use alternative methods of delivering cell phone services to customers
with no defoliation, loss of habitat, environmental contamination or impact to health
and well being of residents? Only last year, the RDN board passed a motion to support
fiber optic in some communities including Nanaimo. This could be used in French Creek
with less damage to our fragile ecosystem.

Regarding your concerns about wildlife and the environment, please kindly note that before setting out on any public
consultation TELUS and Rogers always share all the required consultation materials with Innovation, Science and
Economic Development (ISED) Canada (cc'd) for each proposal. Typically, ISED advises us that such tower
proposals will not cause significant adverse effects, so there is no additional investigation or determination that would
be required by ISED and the Impact Assessment (IA) Agency. There are two general reasons as summarized below:

e The proposed cell tower use is not usually considered a "Designated Project" under the Impact Assessment
Act (IAA). In most cases, cell towers do not meet the definition of a "designated project" under the 1AA as cell
towers are generally not considered major projects and the impacts are quite minimal (e.g. we need minimal
ground space). | was advised that typical examples of designated projects are larger projects such as oil and
gas pipelines, mines or other major developments that have larger impacts on the land.

e Land Ownership - we were advised that since our tower is not on federal land, there is no need for an

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environmental assessment. | was advised that if we were on federal land we would need to go through a
public notice for a 30 day period on the I1AA registry as we have done elsewhere.

You may also find it noteworthy that TELUS' and Rogers' footprint on the land is quite minimal and less than many of
the adjacent single family homes on Hodges Road, for example.

| urge you to consider alternative solutions that do not involve the construction of a tower of this size and location.
This could include the use of smaller, less intrusive towers, or the deployment of alternative technologies such as
small cells or mesh networks.

Thanks for your idea. Have you seen the consultation package, as attached? It has been TELUS' and Rogers'
objective to share a single tower structure and to site the tower amongst mature trees to enable screening of the lower
half of the tower from view. We are not aware of a more suitable location or design for the infrastructure if the carriers
are going to deliver reliable wireless service across French Creek.

Small cells are typically not a replacement for "macro” (full sized) tower sites. Usually small cells are installed in
addition to the macro towers rather than instead of. Small cells generally only provide 100-200 m of coverage each
and would not be able to clear the tall trees, topography and would not cover many of the areas of the community.

Small cells usually are implemented in more dense urban/suburban environments or areas where a macro tower has
left a coverage gap that a small cell can infill. It is generally not effective in a rural/suburban area with tall trees (such
as French Creek) and low population density areas with large lots to only install small cells. What we would typically
do in an area like French Creek is install a macro tower and then if there are still coverage gaps and/or customer
complaints we might then follow up with small cells as well to fill in the gaps (only if needed).

location. We acknowledge that those were preliminary discussions and we decided to move onto alternative siting options due to the
receivership proceedings of the golf club at the time; however, as you can imagine this context has been somewhat confusing to
TELUS/Rogers. From our perspective, representatives of your organization previously expressed preliminary interest in having the tower
sited directly on the golf course property (which fell through due to receivership proceedings we were told) and now that we are proposing the
tower in an adjacent, forested, less visible location we have now received your letter with numerous stated visual concerns even though the
tower is far less visible in the proposed location than the locations that we visited on your golf club a couple years ago. In any case,
organizations often have numerous representatives and are always welcome to change their views. We understand that the opinion has
changed from your organization on this particular proposal and we will make note of your input however we wanted to summarize this history
for you because we have had extensive discussions with your staff and sought to find a more responsible location for the tower. We arrived at
the current proposal after reviewing numerous siting options, including preliminary options on the golf course property.

e We both agreed that there is not reliable connectivity on your Morningstar golf course property for your customers and the surrounding
residences. You noted that some of your customers are happy to disconnect and | noted that we have conversely received many public
complaints including public safety concerns from people who have little or not cell service.

e We explained that the lack of connectivity on your golf course and adjacent subdivision(s) is not only an inconvenience but also a safety
concern for many of the senior citizens that reside in the surrounding community since greater than 80% of calls to 911 are now placed via
cell phones. We have received comments from people who have had specific safety incidents including struggling to call for ambulances and
those comments will be on the public record. These are serious public safety concerns specifically in the subdivision directly adjacent to your
golf course that we are trying to mitigate.

e We noted that we have received a petition in support of the proposed tower from people who reside in the homes adjacent to your golf course
and that this may be something to consider as a key stakeholder in the community.

e TELUS (who supports Bell's network needs) and Rogers welcome your input as a valued stakeholder as to any specific alternative tower
siting options that you think would be better.

e At this time, we are not aware of any superior tower siting options that offer the benefits of: a) tree coverage and b) respectful setbacks from
residences in the area. All adjacent lots have less tree coverage and/or may not be available to us for a right of way agreement. We reviewed
numerous options before arriving at this specific proposal.

e Attached is our consultation package and below is the current proposed tower siting. In the below aerial photo, we measured a distance of
approximately 180 meters (greater than 600 ft) to the closest structure on your property near the clubhouse from the proposed tower
location. There also is a forested area around the proposed tower site, railroad tracks, another tree buffer, a golf fairway and a parking lot
between the proposed tower and this closest building on your property. | have also provided a photo simulation below showing approximately
how the tower may appear from the closest portion of your parking lot, partially screened by mature trees.

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e Please keep in mind that for any tower siting option, there must be a willing landlord that is prepared to agree to certain business terms so we
may not have every option available to us. Thus, often the best option is to discuss alternative siting options on the same property especially
since it is a large lot. This is something to keep in mind if you are considering providing us with any suggestions (i.e. if you propose to push us
onto another lot, there may not be a willing landlord which is a critical consideration).

e One potential idea, though we do not currently have approval for this concept, could be to explore setting the tower further back into the same
subject property at 1477 Hodges Road (i.e. within the same forested area, a little further west). However, this would require numerous
stakeholders to agree such as the property owner, TELUS, Rogers and the RDN. We welcome any suggestions and will review them
however at this time we cannot commit to any changes as we intend to see this consultation process through to the end for the current
proposal.

e Finally, we are interested to understand the context behind your letter. We see that it is on letterhead suggesting that it represents all the
union of the operating engineers Local 115. However, for our information, is this letter from you solely as the administrator of the pension plan
(i.e. as a property owner representative) or has the board and/or members of your union / pension plan been consulted prior to you issuing
the opinions stated in this letter? In any case, your input has been saved in the consultation file as we welcome input from all neighbours and
interested parties and sincerely appreciate your comments.

We feel that telecommunication towers, especially like the proposed 61-metre Tower with its numerous
antennas and bare steel lattice structure, are not attractive and pleasing to the eye, hence our strong
objection to the Tower in the proposed location.

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The proposed location of the Tower at 1477 Hodges Road is immediately adjacent to MGC. The attached
map and photo, some taken from your information package, show how close the Tower is to MGC—
practically on our property. Indeed, your photo with the rendering of the Tower was taken from our
parking lot beside the clubhouse of MGC.

1477 Hodges Road is a large property, measuring 15 hectares (37.1 acres). The residence there is in the
southwest corner, far away from the Tower, thus minimizing its visual intrusion on the residents of the
property. In fact, the Tower would be much closer to our clubhouse than to the residence at 1477
Hodges Road.

The Tower would be a visual intrusion on MGC, negatively affecting the attractiveness and pleasure of
playing our golf course, which we work hard to maintain and enhance, for our members and visitors.
Consequently, we believe the Tower will negatively impact our business, reducing the number of annual
rounds and thus, financially. This impact will dimmish our role as a major tourist attraction and
contributor to the Parksville-French Creek-Qualicum Beach economy,

In closing, we are confident you can find a new location that is not visually intrusive on MGC and others,
while still providing improved telecommunications service needed in the French Creek area.

Too often, the minority opposition to such initiatives is often the
most outspoken and 1 wanted to assure you, they are indeed the minority. 1 am trying to
rally support for the tower and doing so for all the right reasons. 1 am encouraging
majority supporters to affirm that support through the public consultation process.

Parksville and French Creek, like many areas on the island, suffer from lack of cellular
network coverage. Sadly, this lack of coverage may not get the publicity it should given
the impacts. The facts are that without this cellular coverage, the following may or will
occur:

e 9-1-1 cannot be called which puts those having ONLY cellular coverage at risk
should emergency services be required (for them or others)

o Arrowsmith Search and Rescue is limited in their communications when their
volunteers are providing those critical services

e when fires break out, passersby are impeded in their efforts to engage various fire
departments (we have had MANY fires over the past couple of months alone so this
risk appears to be growing even more)

e children are at risk should they need to contact parents for a host of reasons
(strangers near them with insidious acts in mind, someone gets hurt while playing a
pick-up soccer game, or simply very late arriving home and wanting to put parent's
minds at ease....and SO many more)

e services in general (contractors trying to reach residents/suppliers...unable to do
so which causes delays/uncertainty/cost, specialist appointments may be missed
causing impacts to health, important phone calls regarding loved ones, increased
costs because information cannot be obtained without getting to a cellular network
area)

Parksville shares with Qualicum Beach the oldest demographic of seniors in Canada.
Emergency services and health concerns are a paramount one for us all, including the
government.

All of the above are facts, these are not just emotional statements. As well, while some
folks may show concern about cell signal radiation, I enclose the following from the
consultant’s brief regarding such. Telus/Rogers are compliant with Health Canada’s
standards so if those concerns are real issues, it is Health Canada who should be
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changing those standards. 1 know of no such changes being considered, however, 1 am
not well versed in this area.

Safety Code 6 - ISED requires all wireless carriers to operate in accordance
with Health Canada’s safety standards.

TELUS and Rogers attest that the tower described in this notification
package will be installed and operated on an

ongoing basis so as to comply with Health Canada’s Safety Code 6 including
combined effects with the local radio

environment, as may be amended from time to time.

I hope that each Board Member will strongly consider the important reasons why this
cell tower should be approved. 1 also know a previous petition has been emailed to you
and a new online petition has now also been initiated.

My list of reasons in support of the tower may not be comprehensive but 1 feel it speaks
to the most important ones. Residents (and tourists alike) are the ones currently being
impacted and this tower will go a long way towards alleviating all of the above
communications concerns. 1 trust the Board will make the right decision for the vast majority of
its constituents. Thank you for your consideration.

Thanks for reiterating your health and safety concerns and for noting your additional environmental concerns and
recommendations. Please find below our responses in green text. Although you submitted this input to both Vanessa
Craig and Tyler Brown, | will respond only once since your comments were identical in each email.

This proposal is for mobile service which is critical for public safety given that greater than 80% of calls to
emergency responders including 911 and ambulance services are now placed via cell phones. Having fibre
optic connectivity would be an excellent opportunity as well, however fibre service generally does not replace
a need for wireless service just as wireless service does not replace a need for fibre service. Most
communities desire both robust wireless and fibre service. One's fibre connection will be of little use out on
the roads and in the broader community.

As discussed previously with you and specifically with several of the people you contacted during this process, TELUS
and Rogers received an address list of over 500 addresses directly from the RDN. All of the public consultation
packages were distributed via Canada Post in early December to the address list as supplied by the RDN. The
notification was completed carefully and with input from the RDN to ensure that there were no process oversights.
There is no benefit for us to make process errors and so we do everything in our power to properly notify the
community.

To your point, we have recently heard from a couple people during the comment period who claimed to have not
received the package; however, we reviewed our files and were able to share with them in both cases specific records
confirming that we did indeed send them a package and there have been no "return to sender" envelopes received as
of this time. Additionally, we note that this mail-out was greatly expanded upon relative to the baseline requirements
insofar as the RDN notification radius is to be measured from the location of the tower but instead the radius was
calculated from the edge of the large 37 acre subject property. Thus, this notification is one of the largest distributions
we have ever completed for such a project.

In reality, we have heard from effectively all of the neighbours during the comment period and thusfar have received
well over 200 comments suggesting a robust process and broad awareness in the community. TELUS and Rogers
also posted multiple newspaper notices and hosted a digital public meeting which was attended by over 50 people. As
you know, some of your friends from Ontario were even invited to the meeting.

TELUS and Rogers will discuss with RDN staff, the board and ISED. If any people need information we will continue
to provide information as we always do.

To the best of our knowledge, there have been no oversights with this notification process.

Canada' Safety Code 6. This is a regulatory requirement and it is outside the scope of our authority to debate the
Health Canada safety code via this process as per ISED protocols. We also have no medical expertise and so it would
not be appropriate for us to comment on your particular condition however we do appreciate your story and wish you
all the best.

The alternative Church Road location that you have referenced is outside of the search area and represents an
entirely different service area.

The RDN process requires 10 meters of notification distance for every 1 meter of proposed
tower height. Thus, since the tower is proposed to be 63 meters tall, the notification radius is 630 m.
This notification distance was supposed to be measured from the tower location, however the RDN
measured the distance from the edge of the lot lines of the 37 acre subject property resulting in a
much larger mail out.

Also, for your information, the RDN provided us with an address list for the expanded mail-out. We
stuffed envelopes and distributed the attached consultation package to approximately 550 addresses.
This is a larger than typical mail-out. We also posted multiple newspaper notices and hosted a digital
public meeting. During the comment period we have received input from over 200 people suggesting
a robust process.

You may wish to review the attached consultation package for additional information. This proposal is
in response to long standing requests for service improvements in your local area.

Please consider this concern, as the image that has been provided
looks like the cell tower just nestles along the treeline and protrudes a slight amount. | am concerned
that it looks nothing like what a 20 storey high building would truly look like on the horizon of this
small, scenic community.

Comparing a cell tower to a building is misleading. First of all, the proposed facility is not nearly as
wide as a building and it is also transparent as it is a lattice structure and only a few meters wide and
it tapers at the top to be less thick. From a distance, lattice structures tend to be far less visible than
solid buildings.

The photo simulations were completed by a third party professional and to the best of our knowledge
they are a reasonably accurate representation however as noted in our package they are for
discussion purposes only. Certainly there is no intent nor any benefit for us to mislead people. We
have done our best to share visual simulations to assist with this process.

**The address listed for the TELUS and Rogers cell tower is 1477 Hodges Road. The proposed cell
tower site is at the very edge of that acreage, and therefore aligns much more closely to the E&N
railway tracks that run adjacent to the Morningstar Golf Club parking lot, just behind the tree line.
1477 Hodges Road is the correct legal address of the subject property and the only address that we
are aware of. Our consultation package (attached) provides an aerial photo and specific geographic
coordinates showing where the tower is proposed on the property so as to avoid any confusion.

The Webex mentioned that deforestation in that areawould be required, which is very significant to
the natural landscape of this area.

We never used the term "deforestation™ because that would make it sound alarming and as though
we are proposing to clearcut the entire grove of trees which is not the case at all. During the meeting,
we specifically noted that we were happy to advise that Rogers and TELUS have a very minimal
footprint on the ground of only approximately 20 m x 20 m for their compound -- less than most of
the adjacent single family homes. We also noted that we only need a small driveway and power feed

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With regards to noise, we have visited thousands of cell sites and are not aware of any substantive noise.
Indeed, TELUS and Rogers have the same equipment operating in national parks and even on the
rooftops of residential buildings and we are not aware of noise issues or complaints. If you were to visit
the communication sites in the local area you likely would find the same. For example, you may wish to
visit the existing TELUS tower near Hwy 19A and Country Club Dr. You may find that these facilities are
quite silent.

To the best of my knowledge, the only noise that could arise would be from the back-up generator.
However, | confirmed via TELUS' and Rogers' construction managers that the generator will only run if
there is an extended power outage (i.e. in rare emergency scenarios). The generator operates at an
estimated 60dBa at a 10m distance. We assume it would drop off substantially over distance and with tree
coverage. We also have back up battery power so the generator will only turn on in the rare case of a
longer power outage. This is important since people will want their phones to work during an emergency
scenario.

For reference, we understand that a common dishwasher operates at around 60dBa at a 10 ft

distance. Depending on what is around to absorb sound and what the air pressure is at the location, we
think that the sound will be significantly reduced at a 100 m distance (likely not audible at the closest
home). Also, we feel it is important to keep in mind that the generator is typically never running as stated
above.

For reference:

20dBa — leaves rustling (considered faint)

30dBa — whisper (considered soft)

40dBa — quiet library (considered soft)

50dBa — moderate rainfall (considered moderate)

60dBa — normal conversation or a dishwasher at 10 ft. (considered moderate)
70dBa — vacuum (considered moderate - loud)

80dBa — alarm clock (considered loud)

90dBa — lawn mowers, blenders, hair dryers, power tools (considered very loud)
100dBa — snowmobiles (considered very loud)

110dBa — concerts, horns, sporting events (considered uncomfortable and potentially dangerous)

120dBa — jet plane taking off (considered uncomfortable and dangerous)
